Example problems that you can do together:
5. Think of an activity or game that you can play with your buddy that will last 15 minutes. If you know how to code, you can create a game on the computer.   
Write the instructions for your game/ activity on a notecard.
What encouraging words will you say to your buddy?
How will you adjust the game to make it harder if it is too easy for your buddy?
How will you adjust the game to make it easier if it is too hard for your buddy?
What will you do if your buddy is confused?  How will you explain the concept or game in a different way?
What will you do if you finish early?  You need to have something to do related to the concept so your little buddy is engaged?
When your buddy visits:
1. Introduce yourself:  EX. “Hi, I am _______, What is your name?”  

2. Ask a question to break the ice?  Ex. “What was the hardest thing you learned about in math this year?”

3. Tell them what you will be teaching them, EX “Today we are going to learn about adding fractions? What do you already know about this?”

4. Introduce vocabulary- You can use paper, manipulatives or a slide show on google slides to introduce vocabulary

5. Read your buddy the book or show them a video of you reading the book. 

6. Explain the concept-You can use paper, manipulatives or technology to explain your concept

7. Practice a few problems with your buddy

8. Explain the game

9. Play the game- the game can be a math related carnival type game, a game you make up using technology or coding, or a board type game

10. Make sure the little buddy wins the game.

11. Praise the buddy

12. If there is still time, play the game again or start a second activity
